SNEAK PREVIEW: !TRANSCENDENT"SOLAS AT THE IRISH FAIR

Since its birth in 1996, Solas has been widely proclaimed as among the most popular, influential, and exciting
Celtic band to ever emerge from the United States; Bosfon Heraldtrumpeted the quartet as "thefirst truly great
[rish band to arisefrom America," and
the /rish Echoranked Solas among the
"most exciting bands anywherein the
world.

The Solas sound today is anchored by
founders Seamus Egan, who plays flute,
tenor banjo, mandolin, whistle, guitar and
bodhrén, and fiddler Winifred Horan. They
are two of the most respected—and
imitated—musicians anywhere in acoustic
music. Mick McAuley from Kilkenny plays
accordion and concertina; Eamon
McElholm from Tyrone plays guitar and
keyboards. The latest addition to the band is Méiréad Phelan. A native of County Kilkenny, Mairead was taught

by the Dowling family from Castlecomer in County Kilkenny. As well as singing, she is also an accomplished
instrumentalist, playing flute and tin whistle and has won the All Ireland Championships on both.

Although Solas can play full- strength traditional Irish music immaculately, they like to mix fire- tested tradition
and contemporary sensibility, and do so with an ease and naturalness that is as astonishing as is their
musicianship. As a result, they transcend musical genres into the realm of pure musical expression that only a
relative handful of musicians attain. The internationally acclaimed supergroup has not only captured the hearts
and ears of Irish music fans, but fans all around the globe with their blend of Celtic traditional, folk and country
melodies, bluesy sometimes jazz-inspired improvisations and global rhythms. Solas has built a fanbase that
includes the likes of Bela Fleck, Emmylou Harris and the much sought-after rap producer Timbaland who
surprisingly sampled the band on his radio hit "All Yall."

Ten years and still going strong --and coming to the Irish Fair of Minnegsota this summer!!!

3 I missed the first few minutes of the first group of Rince Na Chroi girls and slipped into the tent while the older girls were
dancing. I tried to position myself out of the way of the parents while still getting a good angle of the stage. I snapped a few
oA photos of the older girls in their more simple purple and black costumes with shorter skirts and then I scanned the crowd. 1
was looking for familiar faces to say hello to after the performance. All of a sudden I felt a breeze and the light in the tent
changed slightly. I turned to the left and saw one of the tent flaps swaying in the breeze. And then I looked closer at the girls
gathered in a little knot at the opening. I could tell they were next to dance. They looked so earnest as they stood patiently
waiting for their turn. Most of the girls in this frame are looking intently at the stage, which cannot be seen in the photo.
Eventually, the older girls finished their set and the younger ones, including Kinzie, took their marks on the stage and danced.
I continued shooting until the last of the littlest dancers finished.

It wasn’t until I got home and downloaded the photos from my camera that I was able to take a closer and more critical look at
the photos. Image number 33 immediately caught my eye. I could not believe the range of expressions I somehow captured
in that 1/100™ of a second. Because the vibrant reds, yellows and purples of their costumes were a bit distracting in this shot, I
converted it to black and white.
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Suddenly, their expressions stood out and the contrast between the bright outdoors and the inside of the tent highlighted the
subtle differences in their expressions. Two girls are giving admiring glances to the stage, while the faces of the two shorter
girls is show a mix of awe and fear. It’s almost as if you can hear the thoughts running through their minds: “Wow, I could be
one of the big girls someday - performing the faster, more complicated routines, whipping the crowd into a frenzy.” Or,
“Wow, our turn is in three minutes. I hope I can remember all the steps.” In their own way, each girl is looking to the future —

§ whether it’s years or minutes away. I love that dichotomy.

Of all the photos I’ve taken at Irish cultural events, this is my favorite. Each time I look at it, I see something different in the
expressions or the light. When I heard that entries were being accepted for the 2008 Irish Fair Amateur Photo Contest, I knew
I had to submit this one. I was so flattered that Barry Hendrickson chose this as the winner in the People category. I am happy
that he, too, saw something special in this 1/ 100™ of a second.
