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	The Irish Music and Dance Association (IMDA) hosted an Irish ceili dance and celebration  “Honoring our Irish Elders” on Januray 13th   paying tribute to the contributions of musician Martin McHugh to the Twin Cities Irish community, guest of honor for their event.  Martin, native of Castlereagh, Co. Roscommon, Ireland, has been a resident of St. Paul since the 1960s.  Martin won the Irish Fair’s inaugural Curtin- Conway Award in 2004 for being a person who has made significant contributions to the Minnesota Irish Community and presents an inspirational example to others. His playing and teaching is largely responsible for reviving and sustaining Irish music in St. Paul during the 1960’s and 1970’s. Says local musician Brian Miller “Martin has always been very accepting and encouraging to all the young musicians interested in learning Irish music in town.  I have recordings of some of my first sessions in Minneapolis where Martin is joking with me and letting me in on his choice comments and jokes.  He made me feel welcome from day one in spite of me strumming a bit more loudly than needful on my guitar at times in those days”.
	With his accordion, Martin has shared his love of Irish music and culture with countless people in the Twin Cities area performing for events, dances and at sessions. Will Kenny of Gaeltacht Minnesota comments “Martin McHugh, an ‘elder’? Everyone feels young when Mr. McHugh gets his fingers flying. And those fingers have done their magic to help out just about everybody you can think of, from Gaeltacht Minnesota to dancers to anyone who needs a good friend who comes with a great smile, a bit of mischief, and a ton of terrific music.”
